IT IS ORDERED that, effective this date, the use of expert services other than interpreting

(e.g., investigator, paralegal, physician, etc.) for which funding under the Criminal Justice Act applies,

is subject to the following requirements:

• Professional services for which licensing is required in the State of Arizona may not be
procured without confirmation that the service provider holds a valid license and is in
good standing.  Attorneys filing motions to authorize funding under the Criminal Justice
Act (CJA) for such services must affirm licensing status.  For professional services
where prior authorization from the court is unnecessary, confirmation of licensing status
must accompany any voucher seeking reimbursement for such services under the CJA.

• For expert services where licensing is not a requirement, qualifications must be
confirmed in the form of a thorough and reliable resume which should accompany any
motion for appointment under the CJA.  For expert services where prior authorization
from the court is unnecessary, the resume should accompany any voucher submitted for
payment under the CJA.

With respect to interpreting services to be paid from CJA funds, a resume is not required.

However, CJA panel lawyers are encouraged to seek the services of "language-skilled" interpreters in

lieu of federally certified or professionally qualified interpreters in an effort to minimize CJA costs.

At this time a language-skilled interpreter is defined as one who does not qualify as federally certified
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or professionally qualified, but who can satisfactorily demonstrate the ability to interpret impartially

from English to a designated language and from that language into English.
